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Ella Philip (1905 - 1976)
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Pianista Vioara-Ella Philip a fost absolventi a Academiei de Muzica din Budapesta si a Ecole Normale de
Musique din Paris, unde a studiat cu celebrul pianist Alfred Cortot . A fost solista, dar si membra a
Cvartetului ,Cuteanu”, pe langa activitatea didactica din cadrul Institutului de Arta sau a Scolii de
Muzica din Timisoara. Ella Philip era binecunoscuta lumii muzicale timisorene inter- si postbelice.

Pianist Vioara-Ella Philip was a graduate of the Budapest Academy of Music and the Ecole Normale de
Musique in Paris, where she studied with the famous pianist Alfred Cortot. She was a soloist, but also a
member of the "Cuteanu” Quartet, in addition to teaching at the Institute of Art or the School of Music in
Timisoara. Ella Philip was very well known in the interwar and postwar Timisoara music world.

Ca profesor, Ella Philip a lasat in urma
sa 0 adevarata scoala, a carei existenta
se manifesta prin zecile de pianisti pe
care i-a format. Printre elevii ei se
numara Paul Dan si Andrel Deleanu,
ultimul devenind solist concertist al
Filarmonicii Constanta, apol profesor
la Universitatea Nationala de Muzica
din Bucuresti.

As a teacher, Ella Philip trained dozens
of pianists. Among her students are Paul
Dan and Andrei Deleanu, the Ilatter
being a concert soloist of the Constanta
Philharmonic, and afterwards a
professor at the National University of
Music in Bucharest.

Pianista Felicia Maria Stancovici, profesoara universitara si, intre anii 2000 si 2008, decana Facultatii de
Muzica a Universitatii de Vest din Timisoara a initiat Concursul International de Pian , Ella Philipp”, care
a avut loc 1n 2006, 2008 si 2011 ca ,omagiu adus profesoarei Ella Philipp, de al carei nume se leaga
destinul profesional al multor interpreti si pedagogi ai pianului’.

Pianist Felicia Maria Stancovici, who was the dean of the Faculty of Music of the West University of
Timisoara between 2000-2008, initiated the International Piano Competition "Ella Philipp", as a tribute to
Ella Philipp, whose name is linked to the professional destiny of many piano performers and pedagogues.
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
